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	“Kernels of Our Future – The Leadership camp”, an original International Educational program, brings together young people from over 10 countries, 15-18 years old, to build skills needed to compete in today's global, knowledge-driven markets. “Kernels of Our Future” has been established in 2004 and held annually since. Due to its uniqueness, it is evaluated each year and improvements are made to respond more effectively to the needs of youth.
The program is based on informal education procedures employing guided discussions, simulations games and structured entertainment.
Participants engage in innovative workshops, simulation games and dialogues focused on Personal Leadership & Relationship networking, International Institutions & the structure of the International community, law in action, governance, human rights, the media, microeconomics, conflict management, Climate change, discuss perspectives in career orientation, and more… (The program is available on line).
In each instance, the focus is on conveying practical skills, such as negotiation, advocacy, investigation, critical thinking and leadership qualities. All courses are taught in English by a distinguished multi-national faculty.
Such forms of practical training, as has scientifically been established, respond best to the needs of youth -- instilling the basics of civic education while revealing their inherent genuine leadership skills and capabilities.
The program also focuses on the importance of collaboration that may later prove useful in our increasingly interdependent global political, economic, social, technological and environmental sectors, through cross cultural communications and multi-national networking among future leaders.
The ability to generate enriched outcomes depends upon having built foundations of mutual trust and respect. “Kernels of our Future” works with students to establish these foundations. Evaluations show us that delegates leave feeling more mature, having increased self-confidence and with a greater ability to tolerate ambiguity, three factors that contribute to global leadership.
We have decided to put an even stronger emphasis on leadership skills. The participants will have the opportunity to apply -in a formal setting- the skills they have acquired during the program. Additionally they will visit many archaeological sites of immense historical and cultural value. 
The Alumni Network has maintained the ties and is enthusiastically responding to our invitations at various unique events held internationally, that we are involved through our network. They also have a priority to attend the International Institute For Political & Economic Studies and other programs of the Fund for American Studies (www.tfasinternational.org). Past Kernels are, in their majority now, University Students in highly respectful institutions, assuming leadership positions, applying their gained knowledge from our unique program. An Alumni Reunion is organized every 5 years with a distinctive program of a higher level (the next one will be in 2013). We have also established the annual Outstanding Alumna/Alumnus Service Award, to be presented at the Graduation Ceremony. 
The actual cost of the program –excluding transportation- is over 2.500 €, but partial scholarships could be available on a competitive basis, depending on the consideration of sponsors. 
A Graduation Diploma is awarded at the Graduation ceremony.
